




AUDITION PACKET

Welcome to GARAGE THEATRE GROUP and auditions for ALL YOU NEED IS LOVE…and THE BEATLES. We want this to be a pleasant experience for everyone involved, so please take a moment to read the following information.  Enclosed in this packet you will find audition information and general information about GTG policies and procedures.   

AUDITION FORMS #1-8 MUST BE TURNED IN AT AUDITIONS. 

If you are viewing this from our web site, please print out all of the forms, fill out completely and bring them to auditions at the GTG theatre at Becton Theatre, 960 River Rd. in Teaneck. 

If you need to take any forms home in order to get additional information, please make sure to return them at our Mandatory Parent Meeting, Monday 1/2 parent meeting 7:00pm-8:00pm  at GTG Theatre. A  Please note that for any cast member under the age of 18, ONE parent needs to be the contact responsible for all paperwork and payments.  Cast members age 18 and over must be responsible for all paperwork, payments and volunteer time commitments. 

Please follow these steps for your audition: 

1. Fill out the Production Registration Form, Conflicts Schedule, and the Payment Form. 

2. Take your completed forms to the registration table and pay the registration fee of $630.00 ($610.00 for a second child).   

4. Wait for the staff to call your name to get your photo taken. 

5. Have your measurements taken. 

6. Remain at the Theatre until you are called to audition. 

Good luck on your audition!  Remember, the director is watching you from the moment you are called.  Take a deep breath, smile, and try to have fun.  A positive attitude is very important.  Eight performers at a time, will be called to audition.  Please listen for your name to be called.  Have respect for those who are auditioning and remain as quiet as possible while waiting. One at a time, you will be called forward to begin your audition.  When you are called, introduce yourself in a nice, loud voice, and smile.  After you perform your song, return to your group. Throughout, try to relax and, remember, we all admire your ability and willingness to audition. 

If you have any questions, please ask someone wearing a name tag.  These are volunteer parents and board members who have participated in prior productions.  Michael Bias is our Artistic Director. He will be happy to assist with any questions you may have.  Since he is also directing the show he must concentrate on each performer, he will not be able to answer questions during auditions, but will be in the lobby periodically. 
Again, good luck on your audition and welcome to GTG!

A mandatory meeting for all parents and cast members age 18 and over will be held on Monday 1/2 parent meeting 7:00pm-8:00pm  at The garage Theatre Group. Cast members under the age of 18 should not attend.  At this time, you will have an opportunity to meet some of the staff, the producers, and others involved in the

production of ALL YOU NEED IS LOVE…and THE BEATLES. You will receive most of the information you will need throughout the production. The parent meeting 

is also where we will be forming the volunteer committees.  We have appropriate jobs at convenient times for everyone, and all parents and cast members will be asked to help in some way.  We expect each family to volunteer at least 25 hours (15 additional hours for the second child and 5 per child for the third and fourth child) during the course of the

show.  If you are unable to volunteer due to time constraints, you can instead 

choose to pay $300 for the 25 hours ($12/hour for additional hours) if paid before the 2nd Saturday of rehearsals, any time after that you can choose to buy out hours at a rate of $15/hr. Every family is expected to participate in Strike. GTG is proud to be able to provide the many talented performers of this area with an opportunity to participate in a unique theatrical experience.  A production of this scope relies on the willingness of parents and friends to volunteer their special skills.   

Please be sure to bring with you to the parent meeting:

· Any completed forms that have not been turned in

· Checkbook to pay for ticket vouchers, T- shirts and other optional items

GTG REFUND POLICY
1) The cost to participate in a GTG production is $630 for the first child, $610 for a second child and $580 for each additional child.  This payment includes: the costume fee, all music a rehearsal CD, & a DVD of the final performance and is due at the audition.  This payment does not include such optional expenses as shoes, undergarments, cast party attendance, show t-shirt, mug, tickets, photos, etc; these items will be expensed separately. 

2) GTG's acceptance of this payment is our commitment to your child's casting and performance in this production; GTG can make no commitment regarding specific roles. 

3) Your child's commitment to GTG is to participate in our production fully.  In addition to your child's regular attendance at rehearsals, learning of parts as scheduled, and respectful attention to all GTG staff and adult volunteers, your family will be required to donate 25 hours of volunteer time, and participate in strike, to assist with the production (15 additional hours for the second child and five additional hours per child for the third and fourth).   

4) Should you or your child have any doubts about this commitment, please take time prior to the parent meeting to review the production schedule, and your own schedule, and to make certain that the GTG commitment is right

for your child and your family. 
PLEASE NOTE:  

5) Should your child decide not to participate, for any reason, you must inform the Artistic Director, in writing, NO LATER THAN THE END OF THE INITIAL PARENT MEETING, in order to receive a prorated refund of $510.00.  GTG will retain $75 of the registration fee toward expenses associated with the audition and casting process.  You can email the written notice to: gtgmb@aol.com.  
GTG PRACTICES
BOTH PARENT AND AUDITIONER MUST READ & SIGN THIS INFORMATION BEFORE

AUDITIONING OR APPLYING FOR A CREW POSITION.

In order to utilize our rehearsal time most efficiently, GTG must maintain a rigorous, fixed rehearsal schedule to make the process fair to all involved.  This will allow us to produce the best show possible.  If you cannot fulfill the obligations below (especially regarding attendance) then we encourage you to take this show off and audition for the next show.  A contract specifying these obligations is enclosed.  It should be signed and returned to GTG by the Parent Meeting. 

DEADLINES 

Cast Members must meet all deadlines set by the Director. 

GRADES (for productions during the school year) 

Cast Members are to maintain good grades during their involvement in the show.  Rehearsals should not be an excuse for unfinished homework or for being unprepared for class. 

COSTUMES 

The Costume Designer will let all Cast Members know what they will need to find or construct for their characters. Some costumes are handled by rentals or constructed by the Costume Committee.   
PARENT INVOLVEMENT 

Parent support is essential to the success of any production.  Parents should be willing to set an example for their child by volunteering to help with the production and assisting him/her in memorizing lines and blocking.  However, parents should not plan to watch or attend rehearsals.  The time during rehearsals is closed to parents. 

If you have any questions regarding these obligations and practices, including the purpose of them, please see the producers, production manager or a GTG Board member. 

GTG CONFLICT & ATTENDANCE POLICY 
Please complete the Conflict Sheet carefully and truthfully, as it will be used in the casting process. It is critical to successful casting and rehearsal scheduling to be as complete and accurate as possible.  When writing your conflicts, be sure to include: 
• Any other production you are in at this time 
• Vacations and trips 
• All regular weekly commitments such as classes, lessons, and athletic activities.  
GTG reserves the right to NOT CAST a participant if there are more than seven conflicts.  Please note there are no excused absences during Tech Week Sun. 2/26 – Thurs 3/8 5:00-10:00. NO CONFLICTS ARE ACCEPTED FOR TECH WEEK AND EACH CAST MEMBER MUST BE  AVAILABLE FOR THE FULL RUN OF PERFORMANCES.  This show wil not be “doubled cast”
• Conflicts must be handed in prior to the posting of the cast list.   Any new conflicts will be considered an unexcused absence. New conflicts are not accepted at the parent meeting. 
Cast members may have two unexcused absences during the rehearsal period. Participants with excessive absences may be asked to leave the show. 
Attendance will be taken at each rehearsal.  Attendance at all rehearsals for which you are scheduled is mandatory.  Cast Members missing more than two rehearsals, other than those listed on your conflict sheet or due to illness, may be replaced, regardless of part.  Arriving more than 30 minutes late or leaving early from rehearsal is considered an absence. If a cast member needs to be late to rehearsal for a planned event, it must be 

recorded on the conflict sheet and submitted prior to the posting of the cast lsit.  Work (for those who may have a job) is not an excuse to miss rehearsal.  During TECH week any Cast Member with an unexcused absence may be replaced, regardless of attendance record. Each cast member must be available for the full run of technical rehearsals and performances. 

GTG cannot plan rehearsals without an accurate understanding of who is available at any given rehearsal. Therefore, failure to accurately complete the conflict calendar may result in loss of part or being asked to leave the show.

Audition form #  6 due at auditions
Garage Theatre Group Participant and Volunteer RELEASE of LIABILITY

In consideration of being permitted by GARAGE THEATRE GROUP (GTG) to participate (both my child as a cast member or 

myself as a volunteer) in its activities and to use its equipment and facilities and equipment and facilities leased by GTG, I hereby 

agree to release, indemnify and discharge GTG its agents, directors, partners, employees, volunteers, manufacturers, participants, 

lessors, affiliates, subsidiaries, related and affiliated entities, successors and assigns (the “RELEASED PARTIES”), on behalf of 

myself, my spouse, my children, my parents, my heirs, assigns, personal representative and estate as follows: 

1.     I acknowledge that my and my child’s participation in GTG entails known and unknown risks that could result in physical or 

        emotional injury, paralysis, death or damage to myself, to property or to third parties.  I understand that such risks simply 

        cannot be eliminated without jeopardizing the essential qualities of the activity.  Performing on stage involves the use of 

        special equipment (lights, sound, sets) that can result in trips, falls and other bodily harm.  Furthermore, GTG RELEASED 

        PARTIES have a difficult job to perform.  They seek safety, but are not infallible.  They might be unaware of a participant or 

        volunteer’s fitness or abilities, or be unaware of unsafe conditions that may exist in the location where we rehearse or perform. 

2.      I expressly agree and promise to accept and assume all of the risks existing in this activity.  My participation in this activity – 

         both my child as a participant and myself as a volunteer – is purely voluntary, and I elect to participate in spite of the risks. 

3.      I hereby voluntarily release, forever discharge and agree to defend, indemnify and hold harmless RELEASED PARTIES 

        from any and all claims, demands or causes of action, which are in any way connected with my participation in this activity 

        or my use of GTG equipment or facilities, including any such claims which allege negligent acts or omissions, whether active 

        or passive, of RELEASED PARTIES. 

4.     I certify that I have adequate insurance to cover any injury or damage that I or my child may cause or suffer while 

        participating, or else I agree to bear the costs of such injury or damage myself.  I further certify that I am willing to assume 

        the risk of any medical or physical condition that I may have. 

5.     I agree as a volunteer, or as the Parent/Legal Guardian of a minor participant, in consideration of being permitted to 

        participate at GTG, to grant GTG, its parent, subsidiaries, related and affiliated entities, officers, directors, partners, 

        employees, agents, successors and assigns, the irrevocable right and permission to photograph and/or record me or my 

        child(ren)/ward(s) in any manner in any and all media now or hereafter known, in perpetuity throughout the world, without 

        restriction as to alteration.  I waive any right to inspect or approve the use of the Photograph and/or Recording, and 

        acknowledge and agree that the rights granted to this release are without compensation of any kind.  All photographs and or 

        recordings are exclusive to GTG. 

6.      Due to insurance requirements, GTG's liability, and the safety of all children, including your own, parent volunteers need to 

         avoid situations where they are left alone with a child other than their own except in emergencies. We take this policy 

         seriously and therefore may ask volunteers to leave the production for failure to follow this policy. 

7.       I also understand that if I do any driving on behalf of GTG to the theater, rehearsal studio or to purchase items, I am 

         responsible for bringing GTG a copy of valid automobile insurance prior to driving on behalf of GTG. 

8.       I agree that if the participant is a minor, this Release of Liability agreement is made on behalf of that minor participant and 

         that all of the releases, waivers and promises herein are binding on that minor participant.  I represent that I have full 

         authority as Parent or Legal Guardian to bind the minor participant to this agreement. 

9.      I agree that if the participant is a minor, I further agree to defend, indemnify and hold harmless GTG from any and all claims 

        or suits for personal injury, property damage or otherwise which are brought by, or on behalf of the minor, and which are in 

        any way connected with such use or participation by the minor, including injuries or damages caused by the negligence, 

        whether active or passive, of RELEASED PARTIES, except injuries or damages caused by the sole negligence or willful 

        misconduct of the party seeking indemnity. 

By signing this document, I acknowledge that if anyone is hurt or property damaged during my participation in this activity, I may be 

found by a court of law to have waived my or the minor participant’s right to maintain a lawsuit against GTG or any RELEASED 

PARTIES on the basis of any claim from which I have released them herein.  I have had sufficient opportunity to read this entire 

document.  I have read and understood it, and I agree to be bound by its terms.

VOLUNTEER COMMITMENT POLICY
Volunteers are the lifeblood of GTG.  Without you the sets won’t get built, the costumes won’t get sewn and the

show can’t go on.  We so appreciate the commitment you have made to your child’s education by choosing to

participate in our production.

To make the show possible, each family is required to volunteer at least 25 hours for one child and an additional

15 hours for the second child.  (15 additional hours for the second child and 5 per child for the third and fourth

child) PLUS strike.

If you are unable to volunteer due to time constraints, you can instead choose to pay $300 for the 25 hours (if

you have more than one child the rate is at $12/hr if paid in advance).  If you would like to buy out of your

hours you must alert the Production Manager and pay no later than the 2nd Saturday rehearsal to qualify for this

reduced rate, as that is the time we would need to hire someone to replace you.

After the 2nd Saturday rehearsal families will be billed at the rate of $15/hr for any un-worked hours.

Every family is expected to participate in and Strike (whether you buy out

of your volunteer hours or not).

If you already included this payment on the GTG Fee sheet then just fill out the last name below and turn in the

form otherwise, please attach your deposit check of $75.  This deposit is required at the Parent Meeting for

strike hours.  If you do not complete  strike then we will cash your

check or charge your credit card.
